MEDICAL IMA UTILIZATION

- Individual Mobilization Augmentees (IMAs) are assigned to ARPC/SG and attached to MTF for training  

- IMAs provide first-line backup for the Air Force in war, national emergency or disaster

- Qualified IMAs may be utilized for MTF support in scheduled annual training


-- Supervisors and IMAs coordinate IDTs (Inactive Duty Training)



---Scheduled through Unit Reserve Coordinator, timing is flexible


-- Supervisors and IMAs coordinate Annual Tour (AT)



---IMA requests orders through ARPC (WOTS system)



---Requires ~ 30 days to produce orders

- IMAs may be utilized for manning assistance on MPA tours


-- Supervisor may request IMA for any period of time not to exceed 139 days


-- IMA must volunteer to perform MPA tour


-- IMA is entitled to pay and allowances


-- Requesting MTF pays per diem (unless IMA lives in local area)

-- Need justified by MTF

-- Requires MAJCOM then ARPC/SGM approval



---Requires ~ 30 days to produce orders

- IMAs may be recalled to active duty though partial (not more than 2 years) or full mobilization (duration of conflict + 6 months)

-- SECDEF Authorizes Mobilization

-- MAJCOM solicits needs

---By names requests submitted through MAJCOM

-- USAF DPFJ and AFCAT validates request 

-- ARPC PRC validates request

-- IMA mobilized


-- IMA may be involuntarily mobilized up to 2 years for partial mobilization or for the duration of conflict + 6 months if full mobilization


--- IMA must prepare to report in 24 hours (orders may reflect up to 30 days delayed reporting) 


-- IMAs may volunteer for mobilization by calling ARPC/SGM

-- ARPC/SGM will attempt to assign IMAs to unit of attachment - cannot guarantee
