SUBJECT:  Policy Change for Rolloffs Collecting Hazardous Waste

1.  The US EPA and GA EPD have mandated hazardous waste collection rolloff containers will be managed as 90-day hazardous waste accumulation storage sites (ACCS).  As 90-day ACCSs, these containers will require documented weekly inspections.  The person responsible for these locations must also be trained in his responsibilities.  

2.  Each hazardous waste rolloff container must be a registered 90-day ACCS.  Contact the Hazardous Waste Processing Facility (HWPF) at 6-1176 to accomplish this.  Organizations must appoint a designated primary and alternate manager of the rolloff and provide EM the standard ACCS appointment letter.  Rolloff managers will require annual Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) training to ensure they understand their responsibilities and to meet regulatory requirements.  Documentation of this training must be included with ACCS records.

3.  Ninety-day ACCSs require documented weekly inspections.  Attachment 1 is the inspection checklist for rolloffs that includes specific inspection criteria for the following items:

Rolloff must have a proper EM label prior to the generator placing any waste in the    

container.

Label must have an accumulation start date (ASD).  Containers should not remain at the  

site greater than 80 days from the ASD.  Organizations must contact EM to arrange 

container replacement if this has not already occurred and the container is greater than 80 

days old.

Ensure cover is in good condition and on the rolloff properly.

Ensure no water has accumulated on or in rolloff.  If water has accumulated on top or in 

the rolloff it must be removed immediately.  Water that accumulates inside the rolloff 

should be disposed of in an Industrial Wastewater Treatment Plant drain.

Ensure only wastes listed on the hazardous waste label are placed in rolloff.

Ensure area around rolloff is neat and no hazardous waste is on ground or otherwise 

released.

If rolloff is near full, organizations must contact EM for container replacement.  Normal 

replacement requires 4 working days.

4.  EM will provide a magnetized 90-day ACCS sign for hazardous waste roll-off containers to facilitate proper management and to provide emergency information data.  Organizations must ensure the sign is affixed to the rolloff during container change outs.  

5.  These procedures are effective immediately and will be incorporated into the Hazardous Waste Management Plan (HWMP) at the next revision.  At that time the HWMP will supersede this policy letter.  If you have questions about this, the point of contact is Jim Reese,

4.  Promptly remove any accumulated rainwater in the rolloff or on the cover of the rolloff.







5.  If improper wastes are placed in rolloff contact your supervisor and your UEC to correct the problem.







6.  Clean up area around rolloff as required.







7.  If rolloff will fill up within the next week, contact EMPH, 6-1127, to request a replacement.
