  About the Drug Education For Youth  (DEFY) Program:

DEFY is a 10-month, 2-phased FREE prevention program for DoD kids ages 9-12. Civil service employees, retirees and active duty dependents may apply.  DEFY encourages and increases positive behaviors by giving kids the tools they need to resist drugs and develop positive social skills.  The leadership and life skills training provided by DEFY include: goal-setting, team building, conflict resolution, and decision making.

The DEFY program is a professionally developed curriculum that incorporates key characteristics of successful substance abuse prevention programs as identified by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.  Periodic reviews and updates of the curriculum ensure that it is current and effective.
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A study by the Pennsylvania State University in 1996 demonstrated that the DEFY curriculum produces a measurable, positive outcome in:

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Drug Abuse 

· Social Behavior

· Conflict Resolution

· Relationships

· Self-Esteem

· Alcohol & Smoking Attitudes

DEFY has been nationally recognized as a preemptive substance abuse prevention program that uses modern, fun, and effective methods to help kids stay healthy and drug free.
