(2)  Suicide Prevention Training.  The AF mandated training requirement has been changed to every 15 months (versus every 12 months).  Bargaining unit employees may still use the web-based training until the union has approved the change of mandatory face-to-face training.  Discussion occurred about suicide prevention training and statistics.  Key information for AF mandatory suicide prevention training is that bargaining unit employees still use the web-based training; nonbargaining unit employees must attend “in person” training.  All military must attend “in person” training.
