SUBJECT:  Release of Engineering Data through Public Sales

1. We recently received your query for release of engineering data owned by the 

government.

2. Air Force regulations permit the release of engineering data with military or space 

application to a requester, if the data is qualified.  A complete listing of instructions, addresses, and telephone numbers for your use is attached (see attachment 1). The general guidelines for requesting engineering data are as follows:

a. Must be a qualified United States contractor (see attachment 1).

b. Requester of engineering data must have an assigned Commercial and 

Government Entity (CAGE) CODE.  CAGE codes are cited in DOD Handbook H4/H8.  In addition, the requester shall be:

(1) A U.S. citizen with a U.S. mailing address, or

(2) A legally admitted alien with permanent U.S. residence of

(3) A U.S. based business with the requesting official meeting the criteria of (1) or (2) above.

c. Requesters meeting the above criteria will be considered as having a

legitimate business purpose, such as submitting an offer or performing on a contract with the United States Air Force or other government agencies.

d. The local Small and Disadvantaged Business Utilization office will assist in

determining the eligibility of the requester.

e. A fee will be imposed on all requests processed by the WR-ALC

Engineering Data Public Sales Office (EDPSO).  This cost will be for search and reproduction as indicated:

Minimum Clerical – up to 16 lines items……………………………………………$13.25

Clerical – each line item above 16………………………………………………….     $.82

Minimum engineering data research – up to 30 copy cards...………………………$13.25

Engineering data research – each card over 30……………………………………..    $.45

Image on CD – each…………………………………………………………………   $.75

Mylar – per square feet………………………………………………………………$4.60

*Prices are subject to change.  Company check or money orders must be received before data can be shipped.

f. A current approved DD form 2345, Military Critical Technical Agreement, must

accompany all data requests.  If the requester does not possess an approved or current DD Form 2345, they may request one from the address listed on the attachment.  

3.  Manufacturers or contractors requiring a CAGE code must submit to the Defense Logistics Services Center MI,  through their contract activity/agency, a properly completed DD Form 2051 requesting assignment of a CAGE code (see attachment 1).

4.  Manufacturer’s drawing/part number should list requests for engineering data in

alphanumeric sequence.  Each drawing number must reflect pertinent manufacturer’s five-digit CAGE code.  Attached is a sample request form providing the format in which to request data from the WR-ALC/EDPSO.  All requests should be in the format as outlined in the next paragraph.  Use of this format is designed to reduce administrative lead-time without creating additional administrative workload and unnecessary additional cost to requester.  

5.  All requests for engineering data from the WR-ALC/EDPSO should be sent via either FAX or the mail system.  We expect to alter this method of transmittal in the very near future.  We are working on converting to a telephone modem request directly into our computer or through Internet for those companies using that form of transmittal.  This process will enhance our ability to fulfill your requirements in a minimal time frame.  We will keep you advised of when we expect to deviate from mail and FAX transmittals.
