The Air Force Small Business
Program strives to maximize acqui-
sition opportunities for small,

minority and women-owned, and historically under-
utilized business zone firms, as well as historically
black colleges, universities and minority institutions.

The office reviews proposed contracts for set-
aside suitability, counsels contractors, and recom-
mends program goals to the commander. During
Fiscal Year 2002, the Small Business Office repre-
sented the center at several procurement conferences
and counseled 2,717 firms.

Against a Small Business base of $2.8 billion, the
center’s Small Business program performance was as
follows:
