1.   Effective the date of this letter, the attached emblem for the 402d Maintenance Wing is approved in accordance with AFI 84-105, “ Organizational Lineage, Honors, and Heraldry. “

2.  This correspondence and attachments are permanent records and will be retained by the organizational commander and, where applicable, by the parent organizational historian, until the unit prepares for inactivation.  See the appropriate historical AFI for disposition of heraldic material.

3.   The Institute of Heraldry will place motto or designation, as appropriate, in the scroll of all flag-bearing units. Flag drawings, if ordered, will be mailed separately.

4. Units will use local supply procedures to obtain decals, uniform patches, organizational flags, and other emblem facsimiles and reproductions. The Air Force Uniform Board specifies that the size of organizational shield type patches for uniforms be no larger than the Major Command patch (3 and one-sixteenth inches vertical by 3 inches wide). Patches for disc type emblems must be no larger than 3 inches vertical (one or two scrolls). The width may vary due to size of scrolls. The color emblem provided is intended to be a guide for the placement of colors, not reproducible art. The color emblem in corel draw format and the color codes must be used together to obtain quality reproductions.
