 SECTION B: JUSTIFICATION FOR ESTABLISHING A QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENT 

 

The UMS is a maintenance platform that is self-propelled, supports a multitude of aircraft, and capable of being fully deployed.   The UMS contains complex hydraulics and electrical systems, and is powered by a diesel engine.   The working deck is moved vertically by a sophisticated scissors assembly, attaining a height up to 37 feet.   The working deck has a sliding mechanism that utilizes the electric system for limited horizontal extension.   In addition, the working deck has sliding deck panels that can be extended to create a split deck.    Two aircraft that have specific uses for the UMS:  1) the B-1B for removal and installation of the chaff and flare assemblies, and 2) the E-3A AWACS uses the horizontally extendable split deck configuration to access the pod perched on top the aircraft that contains the reconnaissance gathering equipment.  

 

The UMS is composed of several complex subassemblies that operate at close tolerances.   Materials and manufacturing methods are critical during production of these components and assemblies.   Specialized plant machinery, fixtures, tooling, and test and inspection equipment is required during the manufacturing process.   The UMS is expected to be used in harsh environments, and be stored outside for long periods of time and still have minimal maintainability and maximum reliability.

 

Failure of any of the systems or components of the UMS will likely lead to harm to operators or workers, damage to expensive aircraft, or damage to the UMS itself.   

 

SECTION C: QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS

 

Listed below are the minimal requirements necessary to become a qualified bidder on the UMS.   

 

 a.  A summary of the company capabilities, including a detailed facility layout, a list of the machinery, fixtures, tooling and test and inspection equipment available shall be provided. 

 

b.   A detailed description of their quality plan implementing either ISO 9002 or equivalent.  

c.   A detailed manufacturing plan describing, at a minimum, manufacturing and inspection shall be provided for:  

1. Trace-ability of batch/lot for material, heat treatment and all test/inspections.

2. Identification of material sources including extrusions, fordging, and castings.   Sources for raw materials must be documented for each type of material called for in the assembly.  No material waivers will be granted.

 

d.   The contractor shall have previously produced similar items, and shall provide the following information:   

 

1.  Contract number

2.  Procuring agency

3.  Contract value

4.  Number of assets shipped.

 

 Note: The Air Force may not qualify contractors who have had quality problems when delivering similar or identical items to the government.  Contractors who have produced similar items for the commercial market shall also be considered for qualification.  Commercial brochures and lists of at least five (5) references with phone numbers shall be provided.  

 

e.       After qualification, the manufacturing plan, processes, vendor sources, etc. will not be changed without approval of the WR-ALC engineering office, obtained through the contracting officer.

 

f.        Qualified bidders shall be subject to first article testing if they have not previously manufactured this item.

 

g.       This qualification process shall be waived for the three companies previously approved by the government as sources for the UMS.

  
SECTION D:   ESTIMATE OF THE TEST AND EVALUATION COSTS  

 
We estimate that it will take the potential contractor 30 days to respond to  the capability submission requirements.    We estimate the government can evaluate the contractor capabilities and respond within 30 days.   The potential contractors are not charged for the review of their capabilities.
